· Training – Starting 9/1 the state will no longer be administering the written test for EMT-Basic; you can take National Registry Test after the course; state pays for one test – after that you are on your own to pay; if you fail, you need to provide proof of remediation before you can retake test; state will provide you with state EMT card which is good for three years; state is talking about having all EMTs to convert to NREMT and will have to take initial NREMT test.  Meeting to be held in middle of August to see what instructors have to teach to meet NREMT curriculum.
· BLS subcommittee performing test regarding EpiPen – testing with syringes
· State training fund has $8 million of which $4 million is encumbered
