	Injury Patterns:

	|_| Chest wall instability, deformity, or suspected flail chest

	[bookmark: Check14]|_| Burns > 10% BSA and/or inhalation injury

	[bookmark: Check16]|_| Falls > 10 ft 

	|_| Low-level falls in young children (age ≤ 5 years) or older adults ( age ≥ 65 years) with significant head impact

	[bookmark: Check19]|_| Ejection from motor vehicle (partial or complete)

	[bookmark: Check21]|_| Pedestrian/bicycle rider thrown, run over, or with significant impact

	[bookmark: Check22]|_| Rider separated from transport vehicle with significant impact (eg, motorcycle, ATV, horse, etc.)

	[bookmark: Check18]|_| High risk Motor Vehicle Crash: Intrusion > 12 inches occupant site OR > 18 inches any site OR Need for extrication
